The Broome Bird Observatory

Located just 25km from Broome on an unsealed road. You can self-drive or a transfer service may be available at a cost.
Roebuck Bay has the greatest diversity of shorebird species of any site on the planet and around 150,000 of these birds visit
annually. The magnificent coastal scenery of the bay provides a fitting backdrop for the birds and is a stunning attraction in
its own right. As a day visitor you can walk the self-guided botanical trails, enjoy the beach, observe the shorebirds and
relax in the shade house which overlooks the bird baths, or book one of their tours; Shorebirds Tour or Mangrove Tour

Staircase To The Moon

Staircase to the Moon is a natural phenomenon which occurs when a full moon rises over the exposed tidal flats of Roebuck
Bay. The Staircase to the Moon happens 2 - 3 days a month between March and October. The first two days of Staircase to
the Moon generally also play host to the Staircase to the Moon markets at Town Beach. Here you can sample local produce,
buy hand made products, a variety of international food, and enjoy the sounds of local entertainers. Another popular spot
to view the event is The Mangrove Hotel Resort, with live entertainment every Staircase night.

Whale Watching

teaching their calves to swim, sea turtles, sea snakes and dolphins and listen to a qualified Marine Biologist aboard a
Broome Whale Watching boat!

Listen to whale song through an on-board hydrophone whilst enjoying appetisers and refreshing drinks.

Sunset Dolphin Cruise

Pearl Farm Tour

Discover exactly what makes the perfect pearl at Willie Creek Pearl Farm situated just 38km out of Broome,
on the picturesque protected tidal estuary of Willie Creek itself. The journey starts with the collection and
spawning of oysters in our state-of-the-art hatchery, then moves on to the delicate operations of seeding

and harvesting oysters, and finally the valuing of pearls and the creation of stunning jewellery.

Wander the Markets!

The Broome Courthouse Markets are held in the beautiful Heritage listed gardens of the Broome Courthouse. Started over
25 years ago by a small group of locals wishing to trade local product, they have grown to become a major tourist
attraction in Broome and host up to 115 creative stalls over the Dry Season.

Walk like a Dinosaur

For nature of a more historical kind, nothing gets much more ancient than the 130-million-year-old Dinosaur Footprint
which can be seen at very low tides at Gantheaume Point.

Footprints can be viewed at Gantheaume Point at tides below 2.16m. As the rocks can be slippery and steep, we
recommend a high level of mobility and sturdy shoes are required.



Broome Hovercraft

Enjoy some magnificent and intriguing sights of the Broome town coastline and the wonders of Roebuck Bay. Hover over
very low water, tidal flats and sand bars to places inaccessible by any other means. Learn about the history of Broome and
check out the famous Dinosaur footprints left behind 120 million years ago.

1 Day Windjana Gorge, Tunnel Creek & Derby Prison Tree Tour

Travel east from Broome for a day, heading into Kimberley cattle country via the Derby Prison Tree and the Gibb River
Road. Spend the morning in the outback oasis of Windjana Gorge searching for freshwater crocodiles, local birdlife and
indigenous bushtucker, followed by an afternoon exploring the fascinating Tunnel Creek cave system. A swim in the
waterhole is a highlight of the day. This day trip from Broome offers a delightful glimpse of Australia’s beautiful Kimberley
region.

Indigenous Mangrove & Mudcrab Tour

board the catamaran 'Ballena’. Greeted by a friendly crew, you'll enjoy a light morning tea and drinks as we cruise through
the bay, taking in the turquoise waters, mangroves, and Pindan rock formations. After a 45-minute cruise, you'll be briefed
on how to catch Kimberley Mud Crabs before exploring mangroves in small groups. Once everyone's had a turn, you'll learn
how to prepare the crabs and enjoy a fresh meal on board as we return, watching for wildlife along the way. $265 adults,
children (1-14) & seniors, 5235.
